Every year Lambeth disposes of 120,000 tonnes of household waste. That’s the equivalent in weight of nearly 10,000 London buses.  At £143.50 per tonne it is extremely expensive for the council to dispose of residual waste (waste in black bags).  In comparison it costs only £25 per tonne to dispose of recycled waste.  If we doubled the amount of waste we recycled we could save £2.4m per year.

This is money we can invest in upgrading your pavements, resurfacing your roads or keeping the street clean.  In addition to saving money, recycling reduces the demand for raw materials, benefits the environment and helps Lambeth become a sustainable borough. 

With the population of London set to top 10m over the next fifteen years we cannot afford – in any sense – to duck this challenge.
